Students from New Rochelle High have been participating in our Site-Based Internship Program for the past three 
years. This fall, students had the opportunity to learn financial skills, including how to write checks and make bank 
deposits with volunteers from First Niagara Bank in Mt. Kisco.  They also went to Monkey Pod Games in Mamaron-
eck, where owner Gilad Levy conducted mock job interviews and provided feedback for the students to improve their 
presentation skills.  Students also took a field trip to the Department of Motor Vehicles to obtain proper photo       
identification, which is required by employers.  
 

CAREERS is always looking for new ways to collaborate with school districts and recently expanded our program in 
Carmel for students interested in pursuing a CDOS 
(Career Development and Occupational Studies) creden-
tial in addition to a diploma.
