The organization continues
to provide job training, placement
and ongoing support for individu-
als with disabilities in Westchester
and Putnam counties.

“Although our name is chang-
ing after 30 years, our mission of
empowering individuals who
want to work has not,” explained
Executive Director Tina Cornish-
Lauria. “Our professional staff
provides personalized support to
our clients and personnel solu-
tions for our employers, and our
new name highlights that win-win
relationship. It also reflects our
expansion in providing employ-
ment training and placement to
low-income, long-term unem-
ployed individuals who have
fallen through the cracks and are
not able to find an appropriate job
on their own.”

Since 1987, CAREERS has
made more than 2,500 job place-
ments and provided support ser-
vices to well over 6,000 people
with disabilities in Westchester
and Putnam. In 2016, it placed
more than 115 individuals in new
jobs and more than 40 in intern-
ships.

CAREERS Support Solu-
tions’ mission is to empower peo-
ple throughout Westchester and
Putnam to achieve the satisfaction
of meaningful employment. It
